Budgetary Statement Instructions
The Secretariat for Administration and Finance will function differently from other committees.  This is to provide experienced delegates the opportunity to take on a different academic challenge, and use their procedural and substantive experience to clear a different obstacle.  The SAF has no written resolutions to write.  The written work on which a team is judged in the SAF committee is solely the budgetary statement. .

The SAF’s Work Agenda will be as follows:

First (within the first two sessions at most), the SAF will construct a Joint Declaration of Budgetary Priorities for the coming year.  Your Budgetary Statement will act as your country’s stated agenda—in other words, its opinion about what budget priorities should and should not be.  You may reference this work while debating the Joint Declaration.
After the Joint Declaration has been completed, the SAF committee will be asked to pass or fail funding on resolutions passed in the previous year’s conference.  You will have access to the resolutions assigned to your country about a month ahead of the competition, in order to prepare yourself to defend them.  Only 25% of the total resolutions per committee will be allowed to be passed.  
The Joint Declaration will be the SAF committee’s framework to judge whether or not to pass resolutions from other committees.  Your team’s Budgetary should provide the reasoning for funding each resolution you have been charged with defending.  The delegates in SAF may then refer to this statement while debating resolutions to approve for funding. 

The Budgetary Statement, other than being the framework by which the delegate makes his/her arguments on behalf of each resolution, also is eligible for an award.  Award-winning Budgetary Statements should be well-researched and make compelling cases for each resolution submitted by the delegation.  They should prove the delegate’s familiarity with each of his/her delegation’s submitted resolutions.  Examples of award-winning statements can be found at www.esmoas.org.

General Statement:

The general statement should be a basic outline of the country’s priorities and concerns about general funding issues within the OAS.  As with each statement, it should be indented under the heading, like this.

General Committee, Topic One:

Each committee topic should have its own section.  In this section, you should describe the resolution and its importance, as well as briefly state how the resolution will be funded if passed.  A breakdown of costs would be helpful here, as would any research you can find on similar resolutions that have already been funded.  In general, each committee topic session should include: a summary of the resolution and its cost, a justification for why the resolution should be singled out for funding, and any supporting evidence you can present on its behalf.

General Committee, Topic Two:

Each topic will follow in a similar manner.  Present one topic section for each resolution your delegation is presenting.

No signatures are required for budgetary statements, so you may complete the document with a brief summary or statement at the end, or by simply letting the last committee topic be the final section.

Please hold to these margins and spacing.  If you wish to include charts or graphs, please place them on their own line, within each topic statement.  Or, alternately, you can append a page of charts or data at the end.

References to OAS or other documents must be referenced either with footnotes, endnotes, or parenthetical citations.  Any form will be acceptable, but must be consistent throughout.[image: image2.png]The Twenty-First
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
