SAF Joint Declaration Instructions
Before debating other resolutions, the SAF Committee is charged with completing and passing a Joint Declaration.  This declaration is the SAF’s suggestion to the General Committee for the 2017 Budget and Work Agenda.  In it, you will suggest budgetary priorities and cuts for the coming year.  The format, debate structure, and voting requirements are outlined below:
Debate Schedule
Your first debate session should include the budgetary priorities and cuts for GC and SEDI.  The second debate session should include priorities for SMS and SSD, as well as the final voting.  These debates should be handled primarily through moderated caucus, then an unmoderated caucus of no more than 10 minutes to construct the section on the table.
You will be asked to construct each portion separately, then approve it.  Each section must be approved BY CONSENSUS, though individual delegations can elect to abstain and include a written reservation at the end of the section (via a “yes with rights” vote).
It would be wise to bring elements you want to include in the declaration ahead of time so you don’t get bogged down.  This is also an excellent place to use your research from your budgetary statement.
Formatting

The joint declaration is formatted like a resolution except where otherwise noted below.  

PREAMBULATORY CLAUSES are 

1. A statement of who you are and what principles guided you.

2. A recognition of the OAS Charter and its spirit

3. A commitment to increase awareness and focus on some key issues you decide are the top priorities for 2017.  
4. A commitment to reassess the Joint Declaration at the 2018 ESMOAS.

RESOLVES will:

1. Increase funding or reallocate funding to specific programs or overall issues facing the hemisphere.  This is limited to four items per committee.
2. Decrease or reallocate funding from areas of less priority in the coming year.  These are unlimited.
3. Suggest the addition or removal of budget items for specific offices or programs.

4. Use as many or as few line items as necessary—there is no maximum or minimum.
