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Resolution Submitted for Budgetary Approval

THE PROGRAM TO CREATE AMERICAN BUILDINGS FOR EDUCATION (ABEs)

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY, 

           ACKNOWLEDGING that the member states agreed in the 1948 Charter of the  Organization of American States (OAS) in Article 45(b) that “Work is a right and a social duty, it gives dignity to the one who performs it, and it should be performed under conditions, including a system of fair wages, that ensure life, health, and a decent standard of living for the worker and his family, both during his working years and in his old age, or when any circumstance deprives him of the possibility of working”;

RECALLING in Article 48 of the OAS Charter that “The Member States will cooperate with one another to meet their educational needs, to promote scientific research, and to encourage technological progress for their integral development. They will consider themselves individually and jointly bound to preserve and enrich the cultural heritage of the American peoples”; 

	BEARING IN MIND the economic and social sectors are two of the most significant entities of any given country, due to their important influence for community cohesiveness and civic morale which drives society to flourish under democracy; 

          EMPHASIZING the need for sustainable jobs and consistent availability of education across the Americas, as stated in the Sustainable Cities Course (2016) in Jamaica, and implemented by the OAS, “. . . by assisting the citizens of the Americas in realizing their full potential by giving them access to knowledge and skills through training that improves the standard of living for individuals, families and communities in the region”; 

          NOTING the Youth Conference of the Americas (YCA) 2014, Education and Migration; “A Conversation with the Youth in the Americas,” in which member states affirmed the importance of the participation of youth in their local communities and government;

	RECALLING the program Youth for Sustainable Development (YSD) implemented by the partnership of the OAS and Young Americas Business Trust (YABT) 2016, for the purpose of expanding career opportunities to the disadvantaged youth;

	CONSIDERING that all member states are capable and have available to them local governments and resources which will aid in creating and sustaining careers and providing easy access to education for the disadvantaged youth; and

REMEMBERING the educational system in any member state is a complex system geared toward the productivity and success of the youth throughout the country and is vital to preparing its youth to prosper in the work force,
       
RESOLVES: 

1. To congratulate member states for dedication to the development of jobs for the general unemployed population and their commitment to knowledge and education through their participation within the OAS and its partnership with the YABT. 

2. To create a pilot program administered under the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), with the primary goal of creating the first American Buildings for Education (ABEs) whose purpose is designed to create jobs and easy access to education;
a. That is program be located in Santiago, Chile, with the option of expansion to other countries of the Americas in the future. 
b. That the program work with the local government and Solid Wastes Services to collect all recyclable waste within the city limits of Santiago.
i. That all recyclable plastics be used as an alternative material for brick/wood for the purposes of building new establishments.
ii. That these buildings be designated as schools for youths who do not have access to education (primary, secondary, and tertiary), and libraries for the purposes of self-learning and online schooling.
c.   That the persons working for this program be hired through the local             government in which the program has been established. 
d.   That the unemployed youth be first priority in the hiring process for the construction, managing, and maintenance of the said establishments.


3. That the program be funded by the voluntary donations of participating member states, observer states, the International Monetary Fund (IMF), the United Nations Development Program (UNDP) and the World Bank. 









4. To request that the General Secretariat report to the General Assembly at its forty-seventh regular session on the implementation of this resolution, the execution of which shall be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
